JESUS REACHES THE

Matthew 9:1-8

Jesus reaches the intellectual by allowing them to be unsatisfied and
discontent with Christ-less conclusions until they discover the truth of
knowing the real Jesus crucified and resurrected.



REFLECT | DISCUSS | PRACTICE

1. REFLECT: How did God specifically speak to you through the Bible
passages and sermon?

2. DISCUSS: Read Matthew 9:1-8. What do you think was going
through the minds of the paralyzed man, the four guys carrying
him, the disciples, and the crowd when the first thing Jesus did was
forgive not heal the paralyzed man?

3. DISCUSS: Can you tell us about a time you came to Jesus wanting
something but it became clear that He actually wanted something
different for you?

4. DISCUSS: Read Matthew 9:9-13. What are you most greedy about
right now; your time, your money, or your schedule? How is Jesus
meeting you and challenging you to follow Him instead of your
greed?

5. DISCUSS: Read Matthew 9:18-26. Both the synagogue leader and
the bleeding woman got to places of desperation. When was the
last time you were desperate for Jesus to show up and work in your
life? How did Jesus reveal Himself in ways you hoped for and ways
you didn’t anticipate?

6. PRACTICE: Pick one of these three options to practice this week:

(1) Research an injustice you are passionate about and explore how
it aligns with God’s Word and how God might be calling you to get
more involved.

(2) Invite someone out for coffee or a meal who doesn’t know
Jesus, pay for their drink or food, and intentionally strengthen your
relationship with them and show them God’s love through your care
for them.

(3) Decide on one big theological, Bible, or Jesus question you
have that you want to find an answer to and ask God to help you
discover a theologically biblical answer to your question.
